JUDICIAL BARBARISM

We just witnessed the results of Canadian Supreme Court judicial barbarism in practice in Ontario Court. In 2013 SC
held that the ban on concealing babies that died before birth only applies to stillbirths, not misacrriages or abortions. As
a result Justice Skarica of Ontario court felt that he had no choice but uphold the law as set out by SC and acquit a
former stripper of charges of concealing body of her baby (left in a plastic bag on a balcony) that she most probably
aborted or killed after premature birth at 36th week of pregnancy (3 weeks before a due date). Toronto Star reported
that “while the judge said he founded that conclusion “deeply disturbing” and “disgusting at any moral level” he
conceded that he was “bound by the law as the Supreme Court of Canada interprets it.”
